Recording
I. Recording
(1) Select a recording mode: (the default recording mode is HQ recording)
 ■ Enter the main interface, enter System Settings, press “M” button and press “

Then press Menu (M) button to show the three options: HQ (MP3 format), without voice control (VOR); SP Recording (WAV format), with voice control (VOR); LP recording, with voice control (VOR). Select a recording mode and press “M” button to save the settings. (Figures 2-1, 2-2, 2-3 and 2-4)
(2) Before recording, please check carefully and make sure that all settings are correct. 
(3) In case of long-time recording, please check whether the battery has sufficient power first. 
(4) After the voice recorder is turned on and enters recording interface, press “REC” button to start recording. Press “

II. Built-in Microphone Recording

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III. FM Radio 
When the device is on, press “

[image: image63.emf]” to select “FM Mode" and press “M” button to enter radio status, press

[image: image65.emf] to adjust the frequency (press and hold for semiautomatic searching). When the device finds a radio channel, it will stop searching automatically. Press “M” button to save the found channel. Press “M” button again to save the settings. 
1) Automatic search: in radio interface, press “M” button to select the menu and set as automatic channel searching. Press “M” button again to search channels automatically. After finishing searching, the found channel will be saved automatically. Press “

Memory Formatting 
1. If you want to format the memory, insert the voice recorder into the USB port of a PC, enter “USB” connection mode and format the memory. (Note: for WINDOW2000 or above, select “FAT32” for low-level formatting.)
2. When you format the memory in any PC operation system, the operations are the same as those when you format the PC hard disk or soft disk (i.e. select the “Movable Disk” and format it).
